OVERVIEW

The Rainsville Chamber of Commerce is pleased to present its Scholarship Program for
2012. The Chamber seeks to recognize some outstanding Plainview High School seniors
while assisting them in their pursuit of a higher education. 

In the past 12 years the Chamber has awarded a total of $39,100 in scholarships to
Plainview seniors. For 2012, the Chamber will once again offer three $1,500 scholarships
which will be awarded at Plainview High School awards day on May 8, 2012. 

CRITERIA

To be eligible for the Rainsville Chamber scholarships, a student must:

1) be a senior at Plainview High School planning to attend a community college, a
university, or a trade school

2) maintain a grade average of 90.00 or above

After meeting these criteria, the student must:

1) Complete the application

2) Complete the recommendations sheet

3) Return the completed application and recommendations sheet by Thursday,
March 29, 2012 (extended to Friday, April 6) to Plainview guidance counselor Kristie
Mitchell, or to the Rainsville Chamber of Commerce office. 

Three local citizens will independently evaluate the applications. Each students’ identity will
remain anonymous to the three judges. Those with the top five total judges’ scores will be
interviewed by a panel from the Chamber of Commerce board of directors.
